Delve into the Ollantaytambo Sanctuary, a pivotal architectural complex boasting religious and 

astronomical structures such as the Temple of the Sun, Mañaracay, and the Incahuatana Royal Hall. 

This former Inca administrative centre served as the gateway to Antisuyo, the Amazonian region of the 

Inca Empire, situated at the northern terminus of the Sacred Valley.

Then, you will be transferred to the train station to board the Train to Machu Picchu, a remarkable 

World Heritage Site. This archaeological site was hidden for centuries until 1900.

Arrival to Aguas Calientes, reception, and transfer to hotel. Dinner is included.
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This morning, you will receive assistance to board the bus to enter Machu Picchu. The citadel was 

built on an extraordinary spot covered in vegetation between two mountains: Machu Picchu (old 

mountain) and Huayna Picchu (young mountain), at the foot of which meanders the Urubamba or 

Vilcanota River (lower jungle featuring abundant flora and fauna). 

After the tour, board the bus back to Aguas Calientes for lunch at a local restaurant.

After lunch, board the train to Ollantaytambo station.

Reception at the train station and transfer to hotel in Cusco.

Early morning, you will be picked up from your hotel to visit the surrounding ruins of the city of 

Cusco: Sacsayhuaman, one of the most impressive buildings in the world, an Inca ceremonial temple 

with a unique panoramic view of the surroundings of the city of Cusco dedicated to the Father Sun, 

and the Inca military. This massive Inca fortress is built on three overlapping platforms, each over 360 

m long. 

Continue to Koricancha or Temple of the Sun. Koricancha (in Quechua, a site of gold) was the main 

religious building of the Incas dedicated to the worship of the Sun, whose walls, according to the 

chroniclers, were plated with sheets of gold. Magnificent blocks of finely carved stone were used in its 

construction.

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Then, you will go to the San Blas neighbourhood, where famous artisans traditionally gathered, just a 

short but increasingly steep walk from the Plaza de Armas. It has artist studios, artisan workshops, 

and many best bars and restaurants. It is a great area to walk around; many streets are for 

pedestrians only. In the small plaza at the top and to the right of Cuesta San Blas is the small white 

Temple of San Blas, which is said to be the oldest parish church in Cusco. Many talented people live in 

the San Blas area and have artistic personalities.

At a coordinated time, transfer to the airport to board the flight to next destination.
